Question: Is OOBLEK a solid or a liquid?
Hypothesis: (Remember before you make a scientific guess, think about what you know about solids and liquids AND observe the OOBLEK on your table.)

I think OOBLEK is a liquid. –Aleena, Wynnton, Sara, Catherine, Samuel, Kamaih, Keirsten, Ivan, Will, Hailey, Sophia, Nahum, Lyla and Sydney
I think that OOBLEK is both a liquid and a solid.- Rory
Materials: large bowl, small bowl, OOBLEK

Procedure:

1. Quickly poke your pointer finger into the OOBLEK.  

a-What happens? The OOBLEK felt hard, like it had a definite shape. 

b-Is it a solid or a liquid? solid
2. Slowly poke your pointer finger into the OOBLEK.

a- What happens? The OOBLEK felt a little hard and a little soft.  The OOBLEK dripped from our fingers when we pulled our finger out. 
b-Is it a solid or a liquid? Liquid
3. Pour some of the OOBLEK into the small bowl.

a- What happens? It took the shape of its container. 
b- Does the OOBLEK take the shape of the container it is in? Yes
4. Take a piece of the OOBLEK and mold it into a ball.  Try to bounce it.  What happens? “It turns into a flat pancake. It’s trying to take the shape of the table. It must be a liquid.” Sophia
Conclusions: After performing these tests, our OOBLEK is a LIQUID
because it takes the shape of the container it is in. (
